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This is the supply list for the adventures in color - color explorations class.
We'll cover color theory, color mixing, using color to create a successful composition, keeping a color journal and more. After you learn how to mix your own paint colors (yes you can!) we'll create collages using our new found color knowledge. We will finish off the day with a round-robin collage exchange that is sure to get your color wheels moving!

supply list
· Please bring small tubes of GOLDEN acrylic paint in the following colors: Quinacridone Red, Phthalo Blue red shade, Hansa yellow medium, Titanium white and Carbon black. I highly recommend using the GOLDEN paints in these colors because you will get the best color mixing results. 
· A journal or sketchbook to work in, we will be creating many of our color studies and experiments in this notebook. 
· Paint brushes about 2 or 3, any size. I find that the 50cent house paint brushes from the hardware store work great!  
· Xacto knife or scissors 
· Bring a something to use as a water jar - old cup, old jar or paper cup, etc 
· Some waxed paper or paper plates to use as a palette for your paints. Don't bring colored plates, use white ones if bringing paper plates. 
· Heat gun or hairdryer. I will have one for everyone to share. 
· A roll of paper towels as the venue might not have enough for everybody. 
· A couple old magazines, any magazines that you have, we will be using them for color studies and for the round robin exchange at the end of class. 
· If you are at the hardware store, pick up a bunch of paint chip samples in different colors, we'll use them in color studies and I'll show you how to match the colors.
